New Sinkhole forms in New Mexico

Here is the scoop. Most of the news reports I'venskave the
story essentially right, so long as we don’'t québbbout details.
The sinkhole formed due to brine production. Frestier was
pumped about 660 ft down to near the base of tteed8dorma-
tion (salt) and was pumped out as a brine and imsed and gas
well drilling. The resulting cavity became too largnd unstable
and collapsed. The sinkhole will continue to graw $ome time
at decelerating rates. The current diameter is a®dun and the
depth to water is perhaps 30 m (based on todayd$ophwhich

have not yet been seen outside this office).

(The brine was alreadyurated with
salt so it would not dissolve any more).
